INSTRUCTION:
· Lesson Opener
· Hook: Let’s do a circle and sit on the floor. Please raise your hand if you have ever been to a Farmer’s Market before. Please raise your hand if you eat fruits and vegetables. Can you name any of them? Can anyone tell me where the fruits and vegetables come from?
· Bridge: Today we will talk about fruits and vegetables. We will learn their names by looking at the pictures and then we will be doing some activities on the computer. Please repeat the word “vegetables” and the word “fruits”
· Development of concepts and/or skills (include monitoring and assessments of student learning integrated throughout instruction related directly to objectives, description of classroom structure [groups, centers, etc.], and strategies for pre-comprehension, comprehension, and post-comprehension)
Large Group (teacher directed use of technology)

The teacher will show the Voice Thread about the Farmer’s Market where the students will see some of the vegetables and fruits. At the same time the students will listen to the pronunciation of each word and repeat it. Meanwhile the teacher is writing on the board each name mentioned in the Voice Thread. After watching the Voice Thread the teacher will ask the students where each fruit/vegetable shown on the board grows (underground, above ground, in the tree, on the vine etc.) and two characteristics of each fruit/vegetable picked up from the movie. The students’ answers will be from their experience or just a guess. The teacher will write on the board the students’ answers for each fruit/vegetable.
Transition to 2 groups

There will be one pack of cards formed of mixed pictures of fruits and vegetables. Each student will pick one. There will be two groups: one only with “Fruits” cards and the other with “Vegetables” cards.
Group 1 (independent learning) The “Fruits” group
 “The activity for the “Fruits” group will be to use the Trailfire indicated by me and go through the websites shown by the yellow boxes. “Fruits” group, please sit at the computer and choose a leader who will use the mouse and the keyboard during this activity. Type in the URL written on the board and go through the websites indicated by the yellow marks. Please stop and solve the puzzles on page 5 
and 6. After you finish the puzzles on each page write your answers in the Comments area of the yellow mark specific to each page”
Group 2 (student focused use of technology) The “Vegetables” group
 “Vegetables” group will learn how to do a simple presentation on PowerPoint (see Job aid and YouTube video below). The presentation will include a slide for each vegetable card picked up by each student of the group. Each student will make one slide with a title (the vegetable name), and three points which will consist of:  where each vegetable shown on the card grows and two points for two characteristics of the vegetable.
Example: Title – POTATO; 1st point – Grows underground; 2nd point – Color: brown reddish and 3rd point – Used for snack food chips”

Lesson Closure
Let’s get back in the circle and talk about the activities done by both groups. Our last activity for today will be watching one last video about vegetables. It is a song by Eric Herman named “Crazy Over Vegetables”. Please listen carefully and write down the vegetables he is singing about.
Now let’s end our lesson by talking about what we learned today.
Fruits group: How did you find the Trailfire experience? Interesting, difficult, useful etc. What did you learn from Trailfire about fruits? What was your favorite activity? Can you tell us two different things between a tomato and peach?

Vegetable group: Can you show us some of the slides you made? What did you learn from your activity? Can you tell us two different things between peach and potato? Can you tell us two different things between potato and corn?
